The 2024-2025 season has been particularly challenging,
frustrating, and disappointing for the North Cronulla Surf Life
Saving Club’s redevelopment project.

After a solid year of building
progress in 2023, progress came to
a halt when our contracted builder,
Lahey Constructions Pty Ltd, ceased
operations and entered voluntary
administration. This development,
part of a broader company-wide
wind-down, culminated in Lahey
ceasing trade entirely in June 2024.
Unfortunately, this has meant no
physical progress on-site during the
past season.

This has been a deeply disappointing
setback. | extend my heartfelt thanks
to our members who once again
endured difficult conditions while
operating from our temporary
compound. Your resilience,
commitment, and continued
excellence are a credit to both our
Club and your families. You are the
true champions of North Cronulla.

Strategic Response and
"Pathway Forward"

In response to Lahey's collapse,
the Club adopted a structured and
strategic approach to protect its

interests and re-establish momentum.

This included:

e |Initiating legal action to preserve
our contractual rights and mitigate
risk.

e Issuing a new Expression of Interest
(EOI) to engage new contractors.

¢ Obtaining updated cost-to-
complete (CTC) assessments.

* Commencing development of a
new tender package.

Recognising the limitations of acting
independently, the Club formally
sought support from Sutherland
Shire Council in mid-2024. As both
landowner and key stakeholder,
Council's collaboration became
critical. Following extensive and
transparent engagement with the
Mayor, Council executives, and
community stakeholders, two
pivotal reports were submitted and
unanimously endorsed at the Council
meeting on 15 July 2024:

e COR030-24 - North Cronulla SLSC
Redevelopment Project

e COR031-24 - Reclassification of
Council Land (Lot 1 DP1264560, 62
Prince Street, Cronulla)
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BUILDING REDEVELOPMENT
REPORT (CONTINUED)

Ground Floor Foyer, Peryman Pool & Admin Office

A Special General Meeting of the Club
was held on 10 August 2024, where
members endorsed three motions in
support of COR030-24—demonstrating
strong alignment and a shared vision
between Club and Council.

Since then, North Cronulla SLSC

and the Council have met regularly,
including starting in January 2025 a
monthly project meeting progressing
the recommendations outlined in
COR030-24. While some resolutions
are still underway, substantial progress
has been made across the majority.

One key milestone is Resolution ltem 6
from COR030-24, which states:
“Council proactively repays the amount
of $3,503,267 currently outstanding
under the Club’s loan (for which
Council is guarantor), in accordance
with the Guarantee and Indemnity
dated 15 November 2023 or otherwise
arranged and agreed with the National
Australia Bank.”

We are pleased to confirm that this loan
was paid out by the Council on 1 May

Nipper & Training Room, Nipper BB0

2025. We sincerely thank the Council
for fulfilling this critical commitment.

Next Steps: Building Assessment
and Project Recommencement

A vital next step is the delivery of
comprehensive building assessment
reports for the:

¢ New building structure
e Existing heritage surf club building

Peryman Memorial Pool

These assessments—led and funded

by Council-are expected to be

tabled at the July or August 2025
Council meeting. North Cronulla

SLSC will remain closely involved as

a key stakeholder throughout the
evaluation and planning process. Our
shared objective is to recommence
construction aligned with the approved
Development Application DA17/1001,
preserving the original vision of Project
Phoenix.
