The parade will leave from Monro Park, led by a Scottish Pipe Band and our March Past teams, 
proceeding to North Cronulla Beach with an expected arrival at approximately 11:00 am.
Arrival at North Cronulla Beach

Upon arrival, members will proceed to the beach and assemble in the formation of “100”. A 
commemorative photograph will then be captured from above using a drone.

A comprehensive lifesaving display will be presented, showcasing various rescue techniques 
including the use of Reel, Line and Belt, Rescue Boards, IRBs, Jet ski s, a Power Boat, and a 
Helicopter. Members wearing patrol uniforms will be positioned along the water’s edge to 
assist and support the demonstration.
