1. KNOW vyour Patrol times for the coming season.

Please download your patrol times to your phones. This can be done online via
https://www.portal.sls.com.au. Alternatively diarise your dates and fimes

Instructions “How to Download Patrol Calendar direct to phone”.
Click here. Log in or create an account.
Select Patrols >Patrol Roster >download calendar. .

It is your responsibility to remember when you are on patrol.

Your patrol is clearly listed on the email, please ensure you remain in your allocated
patrol.

Patrol members will usually be sent a reminder text from the club on the Thursday before
their patrol.

2. Patrol REGULATIONS for 2020/2021 season

It is essential that allmembers read and understand this information. This is given on page
one of the calendar attached.

It is essential that all members take responsibility for the checking and monitoring of their
hours; this can be done online via hitps://www.portal.sls.com.au Please regularly check
your patrol hours on Surfguard and email the office immediately if there are any
discrepancies.

3. IMPORTANT information to remember.

v UNIFORM. It is important you always wear your full uniform (patrol cap, sun hat, shirt
and shorts) whilst on patrol. You may remove your sun hat, shorts and shirt when
entering the water; however your cap must remain. Repeated failure to wear uniform
may result in member being signed off the patrol.

v PATROL LOG . The patrol log is an exiremely important legal document that can and
has been used by the Police for investigations. It is each individual members
responsibility (under the Patrol Captains supervision) to sign on and off using neat
handwriting, full name and precise time.

v' PATROL SUBSTITUTE. If you cannot make a rostered patrol, you need to organise a
substitute of equal (or higher) qualifications. This is a mandatory requirement. A
Facebook group “North Cronulla Patrols” has been set up if you need help to contact
members to find a sub. Subs will also be available via the members portal.

v COMPETITION. To be eligible to compete you must have obtained minimum of 25
hours in the previous calendar year, and you cannot be more than 10 hours Iin
default. You must have a sub if you are rostered onto patrol and wish fo compete in
a carnival on the same day. No exceptions are possible.

v PROFICIENCY. All pafrol members must complete a proficiency test before 31
December  2020. Click here for dates or visit our  website
www.northcronullaslsc.com.au. It is your responsibility to be proficient prior to 31
December 2019. There are NO exceptions to this SLSA Rule.

v FINANCIAL MEMBERSHIP. All members must be current financial members and need
to have completed and signed all relevant paperwork.

Reminder - if you gain a patrol substitute and correctly follow the procedure in gaining this
substitute then you do not have to make up the patrol hours to stay out of default. You must
make up any hours to be eligible for a year of service. Please see the page one of attached
calendar for further details.
